3 I. Patrick Dorais (Complainant) brings this First Amended Accllsation solely in his 

4 official capacity as the Acting Chief of the Bureau of Automotive Repair (B ureau), Department of 

5 Consumer Affairs. 

6 Smog Stop Test Only; Abe l. Rabadi, Owner 

7 2. On or about September 25, 2009, the Director of Consumer Affairs (D irector) issued 

8 Automotive Repair Dealer Registration Number ARD 259545 (registration) to Abe I. Rabadi 

9 (Respondent Rabadi), owner of Smog Stop Test Only. On February 6, 2012, Respondent's 

10 registration was revoked; however, the revocation was stayed and Respondent was placed on 

I I probation for three (3) years on terms and conditions, as set forth in paragraph 33 below. 

12 Respondent's registration expired on September 30, 2012, and has not been renewed. 

13 3. On or about September 29, 2009, the Director issued Smog Check, Test Only, Station 

14 License Number TC 259545 (smog check station license) to Respondent Rabadi. On February 6, 

15 2012, Respondent's smog check station license was revoked; however, the revocation was stayed 

16 and Respondent was placed on probation for three (3) years on terms and cond itions, as set forth 

17 in paragraph 33 below. Respondent's smog check station license expired on September 30,20 12, 

18 and has not been renewed.

27 20. In or about May 20 11 , the Bureau initiated an investigation of Respondent Rabadi's 

28 smog check station, Smog Stop Test Only, based on a review of information fTo m the Bureau's

Vehicle Information Database (VID) which indicated that Rabadi and/or his employees may be 

engag ing in fraudulent smog check inspections. 

2 1. On May 3 1, 20 II , a representative of the Bureau conducted a deta iled rev iew of the 

VTD data for a ll smog inspections performed at Rabad i's facili ty fo r the period of April 1, 20 11 , 

through May 31 , 20 II . The representative found that the VID recorded the same two diagnostic 

trouble codes (code) during the OBD II test on the 20 vehicles identified below regardless of the 

make or model of the vehicle. The Bureau obtained information indicating that the codes were 

not applicable to the vehicles. Respondent Rabadi performed the smog inspections on vehicles I 

through 16; Respondent Zeit performed the inspections on vehicles 17 through 20. The Bureau 

concluded that Respondent Rabadi and Respondent Ze it perfo rmed the smog inspections on the 

vehicles using a method known as "clean plugging"/ resulting in the issuance of fraudulent 

certificates of compliance for the vehicles.

2 The On Board Diagnostic, generation II (OBD II), functional test is an automated 
function of the BAR-97 analyzer. During the OBD II functional test, the technician is required to 
connect an interface cable from the BAR-97 analyzer to a Diagnostic Link Connector (OLC) 
which is located inside the vehicle. Through the DLC, the BAR-97 analyzer automatically 
retrieves info rmation from the vehicle ' s on-board computer about the status of the readiness 
indicators, trouble codes, and the MfL (malfunction indicator light). If the vehicle fai ls the OBD 
II functional test, it will fa il the overall inspection. 

3 Clean-plugging is the use of the OBD II readiness monitor status and stored fault code 
(trouble code) status of a passing vehicle for the purpose of illegally issuing a smog certificate to 
another vehicle that is not in compliance due to a failu re to complete the minimum number of self 
tests, known as monitors, or due to the presence of a stored fault code that indicates an emiss ion 
control system or component fa ilure.

27 Dealer Registration Number ARD 261018 and Smog Check Station License Number TC 26 1018

7 (a) (violations of Health & Saf. Code sections 44012, subdivision (a), 44012, subdivision (I), 

8 44015, subdivision (b, and 44059); 44072.2, subdivision (c) (violations of California Code of 

9 Regulations, title 16, sections 3340.24, subdivision (c), 3340.35, subdivision (c), and 3340.42), 

10 and 44072.2, subdivision (d) (dishonesty, fraud or deceit). Rabadi also admitted that he allowed 

II Respondent Samer George lait to participate in the smog inspection of one of the undercover 

12 vehicles while Samer George lait's technician license was expired, in violation of Health & Saf. 

13 Code sections 44072.2, subdivision (I) (aiding and abetting unlicensed activity), and 44072.2, 

14 subdivision (a) (violation of Health & Saf. Code section 44014, subdivision (a)).

21 (formerly Advanced Emission Specialist Technician License Number EA 631177), issued to Abe 

22 l. Rabadi; 

23 5. Revoking or suspending any additional license issued under Chapter 5 of the Health 

24 and Safety Code in the name of Abe l. Rabadi ; 

25 6. Revoking or suspending Advanced Emission Specialist Technician License Number 

26 EA 632736, as redesignated Smog Check Inspector License Number EO 632736 and/or Smog 

27 Check repair Technician License Number EI 632736, issued to Yousef K. Zeit;

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7. Revoking or suspending any additional license issued under Chapter 5 of the Health 

2 and Safety Code in the name of Yousef K. Zeit; 

3 8. Ordering Respondents Abe I. Rabadi, owner of Smog Stop Test Only, and Yousef K. 

4 Zeit to pay the Director of Consumer Affairs the reasonable costs of the investigation and
