DISCIPLINARY ORDER 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Automotive Repair Dealer Registration No. ARD 225833; 

Smog Check, Test Only, Station License No. TC 225833; and Smog Check Inspector License No. 

EO 631116 issued to Respondent are revoked. However, the revocations are stayed and 

Respondent is placed on probation for five (5) years on the following terms and conditions. 

I. Obey All Laws. Comply with all statutes, regulations and rules governing 

automotive inspections, estimates and repairs. 

2. Reporting. Respondent or Respondent's authorized representative must report in 

person or in writing as prescribed by the Bureau, on a schedule set by the Bureau, but no more 

frequently than each quarter, on the methods used and success achieved in maintaining 

compliance with the terms and conditions of probation. 

3. Report Financial Interest. Within 30 days of the effective date of this action, report 

any financial interest which any partners, officers, or owners of the Respondent facility may have 

in any other business required to be registered pursuant to Section 9884.6 of the Business and 

Professions Code. 

4. Random Inspections. Provide Bureau representatives unrestricted access to inspect 

all vehicles (including parts) undergoing repairs, up to and including the point of completion. 

5. Jurisdiction. If an accusation is tiled against Respondent during the term of 

probation, the Director shall have continuing jurisdiction over this matter until the final decision 

on the accusation, and the period of probation shall be extended until such decision. 

6. Violation of Probation. Should the Director of Consumer Affairs determine that 

Respondent has failed to comply with the terms and conditions of probation, the Department may, 

after giving notice and opportunity to be heard permanently invalidate the Registration and 

revoke the Smog Check Station License, and Inspector License. 

7. Continuing Education Courses. During the period of probation, Respondent shaH 

attend and successfully complete a Bureau-certified Licensed Inspector Training course (level I, 

68 hours), applicable to the (EO) Inspector License held by Respondent. This course shall be 

completed and proof of completion submitted to the Bureau within 180 days of the effective date

9. Cost Recovery. Payment to the Bureau of the full amount of cost recovery in the 

amount of$12,125.00 shall be received no later than 12 months before probation terminates. 

Failure to complete payment of cost recovery within this time frame shall constitute a violation of 

probation which may subject Respondent's Registration, Smog Check Station License, and 

Inspector License to outright revocation; however, the Director or the Director's Bureau of 

Automotive Repair designee may elect to continue probation until such time as reimbursement of 

the entire cost recovery amount has been made to the Bureau.

MATTERS IN AGGRAVATION 

26. To determine the degree of discipline, if any, to be imposed on Respondent, 

Complainant alleges as follows:

Code 

section 44012, subdivision (f) (failure to determine that emission control devices and systems 

required by State and Federal law are installed and functioning correctly in accordance with test 

procedures); and California Code of Regulations, title 16, section ("Regulation") 3340.35, 

subdivision (c) (issuing a certificate of compliance to a vehicle that was improperly tested). On 

or about September 22, 2010, Respondent had issued a certificate of compliance to a Bureau 

undercover vehicle with the ignition timing adjusted beyond specifications. The Bureau assessed 

civil penalties totaling $1,500 against Respondent for the violations. Respondent paid the fine on 

December 13, 2010. 

b. On or about February 18,2011, the Bureau issued Citation No. C201 1-0929 against 

Respondent, in his capacity as owner of Tulare Smog Check, for violations of Health & Saf. Code 

section 44012, subdivision (f) (failme to determine that emission control devices and systems 

required by State and Federal Jaw are installed and functioning correctly in accordance with lest 

procedures); and Regulation 3340.35, subdivision (c) (issuing a certificate of compliance to a 

vehicle that was improperly tested). On or about February 2, 2011, Respondent had issued a 

certificate of compliance to a Bureau undercover vehicle with a non-functional check engine 

light. The Bureau assessed civil penalties totaling $1,500 against Respondent for the violations. 

Respondent paid the fine on April 5, 201 1. 

c. On or about March 19, 2012, the Bureau issued Citation No. C20 12-1234 against 

24 Respondent, in his capacity as owner of Tulare Smog Check, for violating Health & Saf. Code 

25 section 44012, subdivision (f) (failure to perform a visual/functional check of emission control 

26 devices according to procedures prescribed by the depat1ment). On or about February 21,2012, 

27 Respondent had issued a certificate of compliance to a Bureau undercover vehicle with a missing 
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EGR system. The Bureau assessed civil penalties totaling $1,500 against Respondent for the 

violations. Respondent paid the fine on or about May 7, 2012. 

d. On or about October 7, 2010, the Bureau issued Citation No. M2011-0419 against 

Respondent's technician license for violations of Health & Saf. Code section 44032 (qualified 

technicians shall perform tests of emission control systems and devices in accordance with Health 

& Saf. Code section 44012); and Regulation 3340.30, subdivision (a) (qualified technicians shall 

inspect, test and repair vehicles in accordance with 1-lealth & Saf. Code sections 44012 and 44035 

and Regulation 3340.42). On or about September 22, 20 I 0, Respondent had issued a certificate 

of compliance to a Bureau undercover vehicle with the ignition timing adjusted beyond 

specifications. Respondent was directed to complete an 8 hour training course and to submit 

proof of completion to the Bureau within 30 days from receipt of the citation. Respondent 

completed the training on December 12, 2010. 

e. On or about February 18, 2011, the Bureau issued Citation No. M20 11-0930 against 

Respondent's technician license for violations of Health & Saf. Code section 44032 (qualified 

technicians shall perform tests of emission control systems and devices in accordance with Health 

& Saf. Code section 44012); and Regulation 3340.30, subdivision (a) (qualified technicians shall 

inspect, test and repair vehicles in accordance with Health & Saf. Code sections 44012 and 44035 

and Regulation 3340.42). On or about February 2, 2011, Respondent had issued a certificate of 

compliance to a Bureau undercover vehicle with a non-functional check engine light. Respondent 

was directed to complete a 16 hour training course and to submit proof of completion to the 

Bureau within 30 days from receipt of the citation. Respondent completed the training on May 

25,2011. 

f. On or about March 19, 2012, the Bureau issued Citation No. M2012-1235 against 

Respondent's technician license for violating Health & Saf. Code section 44032 (qualified 

technicians shall perform tests of emission control systems and devices in accordance with Health 

& Saf. Code section 440 12). On or about February 21, 2012, Respondent had issued a certificate 

of compliance to a Bureau undercover vehicle with a missing EGR system. Respondent was 
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directed to complete a 68 hour training course and to submit proof of completion to the Bureau 

2 within 30 days from receipt of the citation. Respondent completed the training on June 25, 2012. 

3 OTHER MATTERS 

4 27. Pursuant to Bus. & Prof. Code section 9884.7, subdivision (c), the Director may 

5 suspend, revoke or place on probation the registration for all places of business operated in this 

6 state by Respondent JoeL. Mazon, also known as Joe Louis Mazon, owner of Tulare Smog 

7 Check, upon a finding that Respondent has, or is, engaged in a course of repeated and willful 

8 violations of the laws and regulations pertaining to an automotive repair dealer. 

9 28. Pursuant to Health & Saf. Code section 44072.8, if Smog Check, Test Only, Station 

] 0 License Number TC 225833, issued to Respondent JoeL. Mazon, also known as Joe Louis 

II Mazon, owner of Tulare Smog Check, is revoked or suspended, any additional license issued 

12 under this chapter in the name of said licensee may be likewise revoked or suspended by the 

13 Director. 

14 29. Pursuant to Health & Saf. Code section 44072.8, if Smog Check Inspector License 
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Number EO 631116, issued to Respondent Joe Louis Mazon, also known as JoeL. Mazon, is 

revoked or suspended, any additional license issued under this chapter in the name of said 

licensee may be likewise revoked or suspended by the Director. 

PRAYER 

WHEREFORE, Complainant requests that a hearing be held on the matters herein alleged, 

and that following the hearing, the Director of Consumer Affairs issue a decision: 

I. Revoking or suspending Automotive Repair Dealer Registration Number ARD 

225 833, issued to JoeL. Mazon, also known as Joe Louis Mazon, owner of Tulare Smog Check; 

2. Revoking or suspending any other automotive repair dealer registration issued to Joe 

L. Mazon, also known as Joe Louis Mazon; 

3. Revoking or suspending Smog Check, Test Only, Station License Number TC 

26 225833, issued to JoeL. Mazon, also known as Joe Louis Mazon, owner of Tulare Smog Check; 

27 4. Revoking or suspending Smog Check Inspector License Number EO 631116, issued 

28 to Joe Louis Mazon, also known as JoeL. Mazon; 
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5. Revoking or suspending any additional license issued under Chapter 5 of the Health 

2 and Safety Code in the name of Joe L. Mazon, also known as Joe Louis Mazon; 

3 6. Ordering JoeL. Mazon, also known as Joe Louis Mazon, individually, and as owner 

4 of Tulare Smog Check, to pay the Director of Consumer Affairs the reasonable costs of the 

5 investigation and enforcement of this case, pursuant to Business and Professions Code section 

6 125.3; 
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7. Taking such other and further action as deemed necessary and proper.
