Respondent Santos performed six (6) smog inspections, which resulted in the issuance of 

electronic certificates of compliance for the vehicles set forth in Table I, below, certifying that he 

had tested and inspected those vehicles and that the vehicles were in compliance with applicable 

laws and regulations. In fact, Respondent Santos performed the smog inspections using the clean 

piping method2 by using the tai l pipe emissions of vehicles other than the vehicles being certified 

in order to issue the electronic certificates of compliance.

VID DATA REVIEW 

33 . A representative of the Bureau conducted a detailed review of VID data for all smog 

inspections performed at Respondent Si Se Puede's facility for the period of October 13 , 20 12, 

through November 21, 2012. The representative found that the II velllcles identified below 

recorded certain diagnostic trouble codes (hereinafter "code") during the aBO II tests4
• The 

representative obtained information indicating that the codes were not applicable to the vehicles. 

The VlD data revealed that Respondent Avalos performed the smog inspections on velllcles I 

through 3, Respondent Roman perfonned the smog inspection on velllcle 4 and that Respondent 

Santos performed the inspections on velllcles 5 through II. The Bureau concluded that 

Respondents Avalos, Roman and Santos performed the smog inspections on the velllcles using a 

different velllcle(s) during the aBO II tests, a method known as "clean plugging",S resulting in 

the issuance of fraudulent certificates of compliance for the velllcles identified in the table below:

4 The On Board Diagnostics (aBO II) functional test is an automated function of the 
BAR-97 analyzer. During the aBO II functional test, the technician is required to connect an 
interface cable from the BAR-97 analyzer to a Diagnostic Link Connector (OLC) wlllch is 
located inside the velllcle. Through the OLC, the BAR-97 analyzer automatically retrieves 
information from the vehicle ' s on-board computer about the status of the readiness indicators, 
trouble codes, and the MIL (malfunction indicator light). If the vehicle fails the aBO II 
functional test, it will fail the overall inspection. 

S Clean-plugging is the use of the aBO II readiness monitor status and stored fault code 
(trouble code) status of a passing velllcle for the purpose of illegally issuing a smog certificate to 
another velllcle that is not in compliance due to a failure to complete the minimum number of self 
tests, known as monitors, or due to the presence of a stored fault code that indicates an emission 
control system or component failure.

34. Respondent Si Se Puede's registration is subject to disciplinary action pursuant to 

Bus. & Prof. Code section 9884.7, subdivision (a)(1), in that Respondent made or authorized 

statements which he knew or in the exercise of reasonable care should have known to be untrue or 

misleading, as follows: Respondent Si Se Puede ' s employees certified that the vehicles identified 

in paragraph 33 above, had passed inspection and were in compliance with applicable laws and 

regulations.

27 issued to Gustavo Adolfo Urbina, owner of Si Se Puede Smog Check;

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4. Revoking or suspending Smog Check Inspector License No. EO 633765 and Smog 

2 Check Repair Technician License No. EJ 633765 (was redesignated upon renewal from EA 

3 633765 to EO 633765 and EI 633765) issued to Respondent Brian Santos; 

4 5. Revoking or suspending any additional license issued under Chapter 5 of the Health 

5 and Safety Code issued to Brian Santos; 

6 6. Revoking or suspending Smog Check Inspector License No. EO 632864, (was re-

7 designated upon renewal from EA 632864 to EO 632864) issued to Respondent Jorge Miguel

18 Automotive Repair the reasonable costs of the investigation and enforcement of this case, 

19 pursuant to Business and Professions Code section 125.3 ; 

20 II. Taking such other and further action as deemed necessary and proper.
