FINDINGS OF FACT 

22 1. On or about October 15, 2014, Complainant Patrick Dorais, in his official capacity as 

23 the Chief of the Bureau of Automotive Repair, Department of Consumer Affairs, filed Petition to 

24 Revoke Probation No. 79/15-57 agah~st In & Out Smog and Oil Change; Amir Hossein 

25 Lotfizadeh (Respondent) before the Director of Consumer Affah's. (Petition to Revoke Probation 

26 attached as Exhibit A.) 

27 2. On or about April 12, 2006, the Bureau of Automotive Repair (Bureau) issued 

28 Automotive Repair Dealer Registration No. ARD 243065 to Respondent. The Automotive 
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1 Repair Dealer Registration was in full force and effect at all times relevant to the charges brought 

2 in Petition to Revoke Probation No. 79/15-57 and expired on December 31, 2014, and has not 

3 been renewed. 

4 3. On or about April 24, 2006, the Bureau of Automotive Repair issued Smog Check 

5 Test Only Station License No. TC 243065 to Respondent. The Smog Check Test Only Station 

6 Llcense was in f·ull force and effect at all times relevant to the charges brought in Petition to 

7 Revoke Probation No. 79/15-57 and expired on December31, 2014, and has not been renewed. 
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4. On or about November 4, 2014, Respondent was served by Certified and First Class 

Mail copies of the Petition to Revoke Probation No. 79/15-57, Statement to Respondent, Notice 

of Defense, Request for Discovery, and Discovery Statutes (Government Code sections 11507.5, 

11507.6, and 11507.7) at Respondent's address of record which, pursuant to Business and 

Professions Code section 136, is required to be reported and maintained with the Bureau. 

R~spondent's address of record was and is:

5. Service of the Petition to Revoke Probation was effective as a matter oflaw under the 

provisions of Govemment Code section 11505, subdivision (c) and/or Business & Professions 

Code section 124. 

6. Government Code section11506 states, in pertinent part: 

(c) The respondent shall be entitled to a hearing on the merits if the respondent 
files a notice of defense, and the notice shall be deemed a speci-fic denial of all parts 
of the accusation not expressly admitted. Failure to file a notice of defense shall 
constitute a waiver of respondent's right to a hearing, but the agency in its discretion 
may nevertheless grant a hearing. 

7. Respondent failed to file a Notice of Defense within 15 days after service upon him 

of the Petition to Revoke Probation, and therefore waived his right to a hearing on the merits of 

Petition to Revoke Ptobation No. 79/15-57. 

8. California Government Code section 11520 states, in pertinent part:. 

(a) If the respondent either fails to file a notice ofdefense or to appear at the 
hearing, the agency may take action based upon the respondent's express admissions 
or upon other evidence and affidavits may be used as evidence without any notice to 
respondent. 
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1 9. Pursuant to its authority under Government Code section 11520, the Director after 

2 having reviewed the proof of service dated November 4, 2014, signed by Lisa Robinson and 

3 USPS Track and Confirm Notice finds Respondent is in default. The Director will take action 

4 without further hearing and, based on Petitiont.o Revoke Probation, No, 79/15-57, proof of 

5 service and on the Affidavit of Bureau Representative LUis G. Marin, attached here as Exhibit B, 

6 finds that the allegations in Petition to Revoke Probation are tme. 

7 DETERMINATION OF ISSUES 

8 1. Based on the foregoing findings of fact, Respondent In & Out Smog and Oil Change; 
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Amir Hossein Lotfizadeh has subjected his Automotive Repair Dealer Registration No. ARD 

243065 and Smog Check Test Only Station License No. TC 243065 to discipline. 

2. The agency has jurisdiction to adjudicate this case by default. 

3, The Director of Consl.Uner Affairs is authorized to revoke Respondent's Automotive 

Repair Dealer Registration based upon the following violations alleged in the Petition to Revoke 

Probation which are supported by the evidence contained in the Affidavit of Bureau 

Representative Luis G. Marin in this case: 

a. FIRST CAUSE TO REVOKE PROBATION 

(Failure to Appear for Scheduled Probation Conferences) 

b. SECOND CAUSE TO REVOKE PROBATION 

(Failure to Pay Cost Recovery) 

ORDER 

IT IS SO ORDERED that Automotive Repair Dealer Registration No. ARD 243065, and 

Smog Check Test Only Station License No. TC 243065 heretofore issued to Respondent In & Out 

Smog and Oil Change; Amir Hossein Lotfizadeh, is revoked.

23 SECOND CAUSE TO REVOKE PROBATION 

24 · (Failure to Pay Cost Recovery)

26 "I 0. Cost Recovery, Payment to the Bureau of fifty percent ofthe total amount of cost 

27 recovery ($1 0,151. 77) shall be received no later than 6 months before probation terminates, to be 

28 paid in twenty-four (24) equal monthly installments. The amount to be paid is $5,075.88. Failure

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to complete payment of cost recovery within this time frame shall constitute a violation of 

2 · probation which may subject Respondent's Llcense and/or Registration to outright r.evocation 

3 without further hearing; however, the Director or the Director's Bureau of Automotive Repair 

4 designee may elect to continue probation until such time as reimburse111ent of the entire cost 

5 recovery amount has been made to the Bureau," 

6 ·11. Respondent Amir Hossein Lotftzadeh's pmbatlon is subject to revocation because he 

7 failed to comply with Probation Condition 10, referenced above. The facts and circumstances

9 A. As of March 26, 2014, Amir Hossein Lotfizadeh had failed to pay the BAR cost 

10 recovery In 24 monthly installments as agreed. The payments were then past due by $634.35 

11 DISCIPLINE CONSIDERATIONS 

12 I 2. To determine the degree of discipline, if any, to be imposed on Respondent Amir 

· 13 Hossein Lotfizadeh, Complainant alleges that on or about September 28, 2012, in a prior 

14 disciplinary action entitled "In the Matter of Accusation Against In & Out Smog and Oil Change 

15 and Amir Hossein Lotfizadeh," before the Director of Consumer Affairs in Case No .. 79/12-38, 

16 Respondent's licenses were disciplined for the violations alleged in that underlying Acc~1sation. 

17 That decision is now final and is incorporated by reference as if fully set forth.
